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Spring Term- January 2026A message from your child’s teachers:

Important things to remember:
All pupils should bring in their own water bottle, labelled with their name.
Our PE day is Tuesday. Your child should come to school in their PE kit. Please ensure they have the correct PE kit and no football shirts.
Reading: Your child will be given a reading book to enjoy at home. Regular reading makes a huge difference, so we ask that children read each day, with an adult wherever possible to support understanding and discuss the story. Reading diaries should be in school daily and signed to show your child has read at home.

Mathletics: It has been proven that children who access Mathletics at least three times a week (for 20 minutes), make significant progress in their maths learning. Pupils should aim to earn at least 1000 points a week and will receive certificates for their effort.

TTRS: Pupils will take their Multiplication Tables Check in June. To ensure they are best prepared for this, we ask that they use Times Table Rock Stars (TTRS) as much as possible. Ideally, pupils can access this once a day for 15 minutes. This has been proven to build fluency and boost mathematical thinking.

What we are learning this term:
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In writing, pupils will produce a variety of text types inspired by their reading and wider curriculum learning. 
This includes writing mystery stories; poetry linked to rivers and non-fiction scripts for a factual tour. 
Children will focus on improving sentence structure, vocabulary choices and organisation, as well as developing their use of grammar and punctuation. 
Editing and redrafting will be an important part of the writing process to help pupils improve the quality of their work.


During the Spring term, pupils will develop their understanding of fractions, decimals and money. 
They will learn how to compare and order fractions, find fractions of amounts and make links between fractions and decimals.
 Children will also practise using money in real-life contexts, including problem-solving involving calculating change.
 In addition, pupils will work on statistics, learning how to interpret and present data using tables and graphs.

This term, pupils will study a range of high-quality texts including Edward Tulane and The Whale. Children will focus on developing their comprehension skills by exploring themes, characters and author choice. They will practise answering a range of retrieval, inference and explanation questions and will be encouraged to justify their ideas using evidence from the text. Regular guided reading sessions will support fluency, vocabulary development and deeper understanding.
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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Gymnastics (4O): Pupils will develop strength, balance and flexibility by creating and linking movements into simple sequences.
Yoga (4A): Pupils will practise poses, breathing and relaxation to improve balance, flexibility and wellbeing.
Tag Rugby (4T): Pupils will learn the basic skills of tag rugby, including passing, teamwork and spatial awareness through small-sided games.

This term, pupils will study rivers, learning about their key features, how they are formed and the journey from source to sea. They will explore why rivers are important for settlements, transport and the environment, using maps and geographical vocabulary to support their learning. Pupils will also study Russia’s energy resources, including a case study of Chernobyl, to understand how energy is produced and to explore the environmental and social impact of human activity on people and places.
DT:

Children will work on mechanical systems, focusing on pneumatics, before moving on to electrical systems. They will design, make and evaluate their own products linked to their science learning. 

Our oracy targets this term are to develop confident speaking skills by using appropriate posture, tone and volume. We will practise retelling events calmly and in a logical order, while also using taught vocabulary independently. 
Oracy:

This term, pupils will focus on relationships, learning how to build positive friendships, show respect and work cooperatively with others. They will explore strategies for resolving disagreements, understanding different perspectives and developing empathy, helping them to maintain healthy and supportive relationships.

This term, pupils will learn how to record and edit sound using digital tools. They will use microphones and Audacity to create a short podcast, learning how to save and improve their work. Children will also discuss using audio responsibly and share feedback on each other’s recordings.

Pupils will develop their creativity through still life work and the art of display. They will experiment with different techniques and materials while learning how artists present their work.
We look forward to continuing to work together with you this term!
