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 This term we will focus on analysing shorter extracts with the aim of developing retrieval and inference skills.  We will work on comprehension techniques ensuring answers are precise.

This term children will write a range of pieces starting with a narrative called Metamorphosis where the main character changes into an animal. They will practise the skills needed as a Year 6 writers having their audience and purpose in mind.
